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What’s been happening?  
 

Things are still moving ahead steadily, if perhaps a 
little slowly.  We now have a registered legal 
company, known as a Community Benefit Society. 
Similar to a limited company except that as its 
name suggests it operates solely for the benefit 
of our commu nity. Its purpose is to buy and 
eventually operate the Plough Inn as a community 
owned pub.   Everyone in our community will, in 
time, have the opportunity to become a 
shareholder in the Plough Inn; and what- ever the 
size of their investment each sharehold er will have 
an equal say in the way the services offered by 
the Plough Inn are shaped and delivered.  We’ve 
also received an independent buyer ’s report which 
confirms that the Plough Inn c ould be a very 
credi ble business under community ownership.  
Plus, we’ve become members of the Plunkett 
Foundation who provide access to advice and 
support.  

 
 

What would it mean if the Plough became a 
Community Owned Pub?  
 
A viable business, owned by, and accountable to 
our local community, managed for the benefit of 
all of our community.  
 
There are now approaching 100 Community Owned 
Pubs around the country.  The  majority were once 
seen as unviable and were struggling to survive.  
Once taken under community ownership not one 
pub has closed and many have gone on to win 
awards. 
 

 

 
At the core of a community pub is the local people 
that it serves;  More than a pub, a community owned 
pub can provide a range of services much wider than 
just the provision of food and drinks to the local 
community.  

What’s next?  
 The current owner of the Plough Inn has lodged 
notice of his intention to appeal Test Valley Counci l’s 
planning decision to refuse permission to allow chan ge 
of use to a residential dwelling.  It is likely ther e will 
be a public hearing where a planning inspector will  
consider both sides of the argument.  Meanwhile, 
Plough Ahead are busy producing a robust business 
plan to demonstrate that under community ownership 
the Plough Inn could thrive once again.  Also planned  
soon is a questionnaire that will be circulated askin g 
what you would like to see from a re -opened Plough 
Inn.

The Goldfinch 

 
Many of you have been telling me how many 
goldfinches you get on your feeders. They are one of a 
few birds to be on the increase.  In the 1970s-80s there 
was a big decline in numbers possibly caused by 
increased use of herbicides, but they have now 
recovered. In last year’s big garden bird count they came 
sixth, perhaps they will be higher this year. 
 
The goldfinch is strikingly colourful with its mixture of 
red, white and black on the head. The crown and front 
part of the neck is black, chin and forehead are red and 
the cheeks are white. The body is mostly tawny brown, 
belly and rump white. Wings are black with a yellow 
band. 
 
They start nesting in mid May to early August They nest 
mainly in a tree towards the end of a branch. The female 
builds the nest with moss, grass and lichen and lines it 
with wool and plant down. 
 
4-6  blue eggs with reddish markings are laid, incubated 
for 11-14 days and fledge in 13-15 days. Goldfinches 
feed on a variety of seeds, alder, birch, thistles, teasels 
and dandelion seeds and of course nyjer and sunflower 
hearts. 
 
I will let you know the results of this year’s big garden 
bird count in a later edition.

Only a small percentage of the 
population is aware of the amazing 
contributions this organisation 
donates to nursing and caring 

charities. The concept is very simple - owners of quality 
gardens, be they large estates or more modest town gardens, 
agree to open their gardens, through the National Garden 
Scheme, to the public on specific days or by arrangement for 
a private visit. For this privilege, visitors pay a modest 
entrance fee.  All entrance money is donated to the NGS. In 
most gardens homemade cakes and tea or coffee are 
available. Many gardens have plants for sale or offer local 
crafts people the opportunity to sell their goods - a 
percentage of which goes to the NGS. 
 
All the money raised throughout England and Wales is 
distributed to nursing and caring charities, the main ones 
being Macmillan Cancer Support, Marie Curie and Hospice 
UK.  Several very generous amounts are also donated to 
other charities including Parkinson’s UK and the Queen’s 
Nursing Institute. All the charities supported by the National 
Garden Scheme can be viewed at ngs.org.uk/beneficiaries 
 
In 2018 the National Garden Scheme donated a record £3.1 
million to these charities.  We are hoping to match this total 
for 2019.  For the last 4 years Hampshire has raised the most 
money of any County, exceeding £200,000 per year.  This is a 
record of which we are very proud and we are aiming to stay 
at the top for many years to come. To this end we would ask 
that the people of Hampshire keep an eye out for the Yellow 
NGS County Booklet, available at most garden centres and 
outlets in the towns and villages, or visit the website 
ngs.org.uk to see which NGS gardens are open on any specific 
day in an area close to you - or maybe further afield.  You can 
ensure a very warm welcome at all of our gardens - enjoy a 
relaxing visit (someone else has done all the hard work) and 
at the same donate to an amazing charity. 
 
If you have not visited any gardens yet in 2019, why not plan 
a trip over the Easter break to Crawley Gardens.  Apart from 
being a very pretty village, you have the opportunity to visit 
four individual gardens on Good Friday (19th April) or Easter 
Monday (22nd April).

Jen trained at Totley Hall Teacher Training College in Sheffield. Mum and Dad dated through her college years and shortly after 
completing her training they married at Sileby Methodist church on July 29th 1967 and honeymooned in Jersey. They moved to a 
Development Corporation flat in Basildon where Dad was working at the Ford Motor Company in Basildon and Mum started teaching 
at a primary school in Havering. Following the hot summer of 1976 we moved to Orwell, 8 miles from Cambridge. Mum taught in 
various secondary schools and colleges in and around Cambridgeshire. She also took a short break from teaching to run her own 
catering company “Country Catering”.  Mum helped to form the Orwell Girl Guides and took the girls camping although she used to nip 
home for a bath, a gin and tonic and a hot water bottle.  

In 1989 Mum and Dad had an amazing opportunity, through Dad’s work, to go and live in Bangkok, Thailand.  Whilst there, Mum and 
Dad travelled extensively within Thailand and across South East Asia. She became an active member of the Bangkok British Women’s 
Group and learned to play golf and mah-jong. On return from Bangkok in 1992 Dad’s job moved to Preston, Lancashire where they 
bought a converted barn, with magnificent views of the Hodder Valley and a bright red Aga (Mum’s pride and joy) in Walker Fold, near 
Clitheroe. We have many happy memories of visiting Mum and Dad with the grandchildren, Mum teaching the children to bake, 
playing in the snow, exploring the beautiful countryside and visiting the “far-away tree” on the fell behind, where Mum would hide 
chocolates before we arrived for the children to find. Once they had both retired, Dad persuaded Mum to move south to Hampshire.  
She didn’t really want to leave her home and the beautiful Lancashire countryside, but they found White Windows and moved down in 
January 2012.  2017 was Mum and Dad’s 50th wedding anniversary year and they celebrated in style, with a family garden party, a 
weekend away at Ballymaloe (a famous cookery school) in Ireland and a family holiday to The Scilly Isles.  We all have such great 
memories of this holiday together in such a stunning location.  

It was perhaps a blessing that Mum’s cancer diagnosis came at the end of this year, given the happy time we all had.  Despite the 
numerous medical appointments and chemotherapy Mum and Dad found the time and energy for weekends away, both on their own 
and with friends. She managed to spend time with all of us over the Christmas period despite feeling unwell.  It was between Christmas 
and New Year that she started to go rapidly downhill and finally lost her battle with cancer on Friday 18th January with her family at her 
side. Although we lost Mum far too early, it’s fair to say that she packed a lot into her (nearly) 73 years. She loved to cook and bake and 
was never happier than when she was in her kitchen whipping up a quick Victoria sponge, baking bread or preparing food for family 
and friends.  Her cakes, hot cross buns and scones were legendary. She was a fantastic host and always welcomed people into our 
home.  She loved bringing people together and hosted many enjoyable parties and celebrations for family and friends. Music was 
another passion.  She loved to go to concerts, listen to music, and she loved to sing. Over the years she has been an enthusiastic 
member of many choirs. The choir here in Longparish played a huge part in Mum settling in to the village and making friends. She was 
so pleased to be able to sing in the remembrance concerts and the Christmas carol service at the end of last year. 

Finally, Mum loved people and people loved her!  She had a way of connecting with everyone she met and was genuinely interested in 
them.  She was good at both making friends, but also staying in touch. We have received so many cards, letters and messages that 
demonstrate just how many people’s lives she touched. She was a loving wife, loyal friend, caring sister, devoted Bomar and the best 
Mum ever.

Jennifer Margaret Taylor was born at home in Sileby, Leicestershire the second of four 
children, 2 sisters, Susan and Judith, and a brother John.
